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Summary Minutes—April 29, 2008

The WMAC Board of Directors convened for a meeting on April 29, 2008 at 7:00 PM at the Westport Community Church in Westport with the following Directors Present: Chuck Eyerly, Marie Fostiak, Bill Knapp, Judith Vidaver and Thad Van Bueren

1) ADMINISTRATION OF OATHS & LOTTERY FOR TERMS 

Supervisor Kendall Smith administered oaths of office to Directors Eyerly, Fostiak, Knapp, Van Bueren,

and  Vidaver. In accordance with the WMAC Bylaws, a lottery was held to determine alternating terms

with the results that Directors Eyerly and Vidaver will serve two year terms and Directors Knapp, Fostiak, and Van Bueren will serve three year terms.   

2) PROCEDURAL MATTERS
a) Selection of Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary, and Treasurer

Discussion: Do we need a budget? Supervisor Smith thought Supervisor Pinches supported minor

operational expenses

Action:  Upon motion by Director Van Bueren, seconded by Director Eyerly and carried unanimously; it is ordered that the following positions on the WMAC shall be filled until December 31, 2008 as follows: Chairperson by Director Van Bueren, Vice-Chairperson by Director Vidaver, Secretary by Director Eyerly,  and Treasurer by Director Knapp.

b) Selection of regular monthly meeting date and time

Action: Upon motion by Director Van Bueren, seconded by Director Eyerly, and carried unanimously; it is ordered that  regular meetings of the WMAC will be held monthly on the 4th Monday of each month. The meetings will start at 7:00 PM. 

3) NEW BUSINESS
Topic # 1 – Clay Road , which might be the road that could be used to enter or leave Westport in the event of an emergency is not currently able to be used to travel on. It is recognized as a county road but is not currently being maintained. 

Motion: Upon motion by Director  Vidaver, seconded by Director  Fostiak and carried unanimously; it is ordered that: The discussion of getting the county to maintain Clay Road will be added to the WMAC agenda at the next regular meeting. In addition Supervisor Kendall Smith will write a letter to the

Department of Transportation.

Topic #2 -  Code Enforcement

Discussion: Supervisor Smith told the WMAC that the county will get a code enforcement officer. The Officer will work to enforce the newly consolidated nuisance abatement ordinance regarding  noise, garbage, abandoned cars, etc. Supervisor Smith suggested that the WMAC should figure out

what role they could play. 

Action:  Talk with Gualala MAC to see what they do with code enforcement. Invite the new code enforcement officer to a MAC meeting. Print out copy of ordinance and bring to MAC meeting to continue discussion.

Topic #3 – Safe roads to schools

Discussion: Supervisor Smith advised the WMAC that there could be money available for private, charter and public schools to construct safe walkways to schools. 

Action: Director Van Bueren will look for opportunities that may be available and qualify for the available money. Supervisor Smith will provide a copy of the “Walkable Community Proposal” 

Topic #4 – High-bandwidth Internet Access

Discussion: Director Knapp stated that Westport Fire Department needs some form of high speed internet access to enable training for the fire department. 

Action: Add this discussion to next WMAC meeting.

Topic # 5 – Planning applications review

Discussion: WMAC will get all planning, zoning application for the WMAC area. This would include renewal and modification applications. Applications should be received by directors one week prior to scheduled meetings. 

Action: Director Van Bueren to work with county planning to find best way to mail applications to WMAC one week prior to meetings. 

Topic #6 – Wave energy

Discussion: What would the impact of PG&E wave energy installations be on our community.

Action: Discussion of wave energy will be added to agenda for next WMAC meeting
