Gary Markley ( a resident from Cahto Road who has been working with county for many

years attended our meeting and gave us his perspective on the road and what we might do. He

believes the road is 80% blocked, locked, or barricaded. As a public road everyone has the right

to use the road, but it is filled with illegal gates and birms. 

Gary further stated that while the road would be passable, you couldn’t get to Branscomb road

because there is no public bridge over the river. That bridge washed out and has been replaced

by a bridge in a private section of the road. That section (and the bridge) is owned by Harwood.

Action:  Director Griggs to ask Calvin Harwood about the bridge, and the possibility that Harwood

would allow access to their bridge in case of an emergency. 

b) Topic #2  - Wave Power update

There is a plan to have a public meeting on November 15. At that meeting the plan is

to have a representative from PG&E and a representative from an organization that is opposed

to the wave energy proposal. That would allow everyone who attend the meeting to hear

both sides of the argument. 

Jean Nadel (Mendocino County Counsel) will attend next WMAC meeting to give an update

as to what the county doing regarding wave power.
